Whitecourt is located in the midst of beautiful forests and alongside the 
scenic Athabasca and McLeod Rivers. It is just 177 kilometres 
northwest of Edmonton and 267 kilometres northeast of Jasper. 
 

Whitecourt is a dynamic, young, and growing community that strives to meet the needs of all 
residents. The majority of the Town’s population is between the ages of 25 and 44 years old, 
many with young families. A census completed in 2008 shows Whitecourt’s population to be 
9,202. 
 
Whitecourt is home to a diverse group of industries – with forestry, oil and gas, and tourism 
playing key roles in economic development. Forestry plays a major role with such companies 
as Millar Western, Alberta Newsprint Company, and Blue Ridge Lumber located in this area. 
 
Whitecourt has a hospital and a full menu of medical services. There is an enhanced lodge for 
seniors, Spruce View Lodge, which has recently under-gone extensive expansion and 
renovation to include a long-tern care facility. The Whitecourt Fire Department, the Royal 
Canadian Mounted Police, and Associated Ambulance Service all provide emergency and 
protective services for Whitecourt and the surrounding area. 
 
Whitecourt’s location, in the middle of miles of forested lands and rugged terrain, creates 
many recreational opportunities. Summer months bring out avid fishermen, mountain bikers, 
hikers, and all-terrain vehicle operators. For golfers the Whitecourt Golf and Country Club is a 
beautiful 18-hole course. Whitecourt is a winter playground for those who hunt, ice fish, cross 
county ski, and snowmobile. Whitecourt also offers a snowboard hill and toboggan hill within 
Town limits. 
 
Whitecourt has several parks and facilities for recreational use and enjoyment. It is interesting 
to note that many of the Town’s facilities were constructed or funded by volunteer groups. The 
Whitecourt Twin Arenas, the Allan & Jean Millar Centre, and Graham Acres Multi-Purpose 
Recreation Area are just a few of the recreational facilities in town.  Rotary Park, located right 
in the heart of the downtown area, features a four-acre pond ideal for skating in the winter and 
family fishing in the warmer months. The Whitecourt River Slide is an attraction for all ages. 
Children can slide and tube down waterways while parents relax and enjoy the scenic setting 
at the picnic area alongside Rotary Pond.  
 
Culturally, our community has a great deal to offer, with a theatre group and an active arts 
council. Whitecourt has numerous community and volunteer organizations.

The Whitecourt Fire Department responds to approximately 250 emergency call-outs per 
year, helping citizens through many stressful situations by utilizing our unique equipment and 
training.  The Fire Department has extensive Fire Prevention and Education programs to 
educate the citizens of Whitecourt and Woodlands County in fire safety and accident 
prevention.  
 
The Fire Department works with other Emergency Services in the area including the RCMP, 
Associated Ambulance, Alberta Transportation-Commercial Vehicle Enforcement, Alberta 
Sustainable Resources, the County of Woodlands Fire Departments, as well as Fire 
Departments from the surrounding Counties and Municipal Districts. 
 
The Department has 4 fire pumper trucks rated from 2000-7000 litres per minute, 1 tanker 
truck with 12’000 litres of fresh water, one rescue unit, on wildland/off highway rescue vehicle 
and trailer, one combined rescue/command unit, 1 command SUV, 1 command pick-up, and 
1 fire prevention vehicle.  
 
The Fire Department holds a weekly practice on Tuesday nights from 7:30 until 9:30 pm, as 
well as several special practices and courses throughout the year. 
 
The Firefighters of Whitecourt are trained in structural firefighting and a variety of other 
specialties including but not limited to; advanced medical training, motor vehicle extrication, 
structural search and rescue, surface ice rescue, swift water rescue, advanced driver training, 
fire department pump operation, forest firefighting, safety codes, public education and 
instruction, communications, etc.  
 
New recruits need not have any previous experience; we will provide you with all of the 
necessary training through a recognized training program utilizing our team of qualified 
Instructors.
